Parents and carers are responsible for completing their child/children's entries online.
There is no expectation on schools or teachers to organise any aspect of students’
attendance. Parents or responsible guardians have duty of care including the responsi-
bility to bring the children to and from the venues. (Car pooling is recommended.) The
children are expected to be at the venue at 7:45am for briefing and an 8am start. Events
will finish in time for children to get to school (more or less on time).
